Dhiring the past twe years the incidence of HIY in Pakistan has increased significanily as
Pakistan is now classified as a concentrated epidemic. The potential spread of HIV amongsd
adolescents and children and catalytically rapid spread of HIV amongst key vulnerable
communities is alarming. This spread has been fuelled by factors like high fertility rates,
widespread poverty, gender inequalities, growing illiteracy and cultural denial of belaviors
that spread HIV and AIDS providing fertile grounds to HIY for infecting and affecting the
general masaes,

The need for advocacy on developmental issees related to HIV and ALIDS is critical af this
Junctare in the epidemic. Considering the expansive civil society structure in Pakistan, a
need to utilize all developmental non-profit oeganizations in their capacities was direly felt so
as o address HIV as a developmental isaue. This underlined the challenge of advocating with
civil society organizations =0 as o enable them in addressing HIV and AIDS in their
initiatives as a cross cutting theme,

Tir meet this goal, PNAC with the assistance of UNICEF and UNAIDS organized distriet
and provincial level dialogues in Punjab, Sind, NWFP and Balochistan invalving all
relevant stake holders particularly civil society organizations working in diverse fields of
development, govermment and media under the name of One Soul Movement 2007, This
repart highlights the procesdings and key findings of consultations held under One Soul
Movement 2007,
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ONE SOUL MOVEMENT 2007 (OSM)

1. RATIONALE BEHIND OSM 2007

During the past two years the incidence of HIV in Pakistan has increased significanily as
Pakistan now is classified as a concentrated epidemic. The potential spread of HIY
armongst adolescents and children is alzo alarming. Furthermore, factors like high fertility
rates, widespread poverty, gender inegualities, growing illiteracy and cultwral denial of
behaviors that spread HIV and AIDS provide fertile grownds to HIV for infecting and
affecting the geseral masaes. Considering the prevailing situation it can be concluded that
some sub groups of the population are more at risk and vulmerable than others.

The meed for advocacy on developmental ssues related to HIV and AIDS i critical at
this juncture in the epidemic. In the comtext of child profection, awarensss must also be
raized on most at risk adolescents and those living with an infected parent or guardiam o
infected themselves. Alsoe, there is a dire need of a multi-sectoral and holistic appeoach
in interventions and programs given the curent epidemiological scenario. This implies
that mot only wpward advocacy and behavior change communication regarding HIV and
AIDS is necessary but a lot of work is also needed at the grass roots level.

Earlier in 2003, Pakistan AIDS Control Federation (PNAC) formerly known as Pakistan
Mational AIDS Consertivm (PRAC) and UNAIDS collaborated in ofganizing an evet
titled “Chne Soul Movement, Mainstreaming HIY and AIDS"., Same idea was carmied
forth in 2007 to osganize such events containing the comtent of advocascy at provineial
and district level particularly focusing the children as MARA and EVA as target groups
in 5K 7.
